You CAN 
make a difference, and we are counting on those who  can donate to partici-
pate. 
 

�  Every 2 seconds someone needs blood. 
�  Your SINGLE DONATION of whole blood may help save up to THREE lives. 
�  A regular donation is slightly less than a pint, w hich is only about a tenth of 
 your total blood supply. 
� You can donate every 56 days. It generally takes ab out an hour to go 
 through the entire donation process, and only 10 m inutes of that time 
 is actually giving the blood. 
� Within 24 hours, your body COMPLETELY replaces the fluid lost during          
 donation and within 8 weeks you will have complete ly rebuilt your iron 
 and red blood cells. 
� Blood cannot be manufactured, so volunteer blood do nors are the ONLY 
 means of keeping an adequate community blood suppl y. 
� The most needed blood type is “O” and the rarest is  “AB” negative. 
� Platelets (what clots blood) have a storage life of  only 5 days; they are used 
 to treat leukemia and other cancers. 
� Whole blood and red blood cells have a shelf life o f 42 days following  
 donation. 
� To ensure that there is always enough blood availab le for the community, 
the Mid-Atlantic region must collect between 600-70 0 pints of blood EVERY 
DAY.
