Members of Suffolk Presbyterian and our sisterrch, Nueva Jerusalem in Guatemala, have a
joint New Year’s resolution: To provide clean dimg water in the schools in Estancia de la
Virgen by the end of this school year!

In NovemberRob andMartin Saunders andJack andSusie Stoughtorreturned to Guatemala
to take replacement parts for the year-old wateifipation project at the church. We were de-
lighted to observe our local partners carryingtbetr mission to provide free water to a “soup
kitchen” and a nearby hamlet and to train consurmergood health and hygiene practices.

We were also overjoyed to find a way to expeledn water access to the community. SPC team
members will install a second system by Octobeemitiheir school year ends, to provide clean wa-
ter to more than 500 elementary and middle schiodesits.

We were astonished to learn that the schamlsodl have clean water. Water-related ilinesses,
such as diarrhea and respiratory infections, chigdeabsenteeism in the local schools. In 2008,
two children died from such ilinesses.

This is “a perfect fit,” Jack said.

Edgar Morales, the school principal and aerid Nueva Jerusalem, hopes to make the water
available to the other village schools as welladreers will be trained to incorporate the Living-Wa
ters for the World material into the school curhisu and to educate parents about the need for
clean drinking water at home. Church members wg8ist with the school project.

In March, Jack and Susie will attend Clean &wat in Mississippi for additional training.

Miriam Mazariegos, our Living Waters for theold contact in Guatemala who served as our
interpreter in November, helped us develop plarexfmand our church’s mission.

“We felt that our church was led to Living Vet for the World,” Rob told the local leaders,
“and led to Guatemala and to this region by theg God.”
